What Happens to us after we die according to Christians & Hindus?

Different types:
Catholics.
1. Those who have died in God’s grace and are perfectly purified go to heaven.
2. Those who have died in God’s grace but have sinned go to purgatory to be purified of their sins.
3. Those who refuse to believe or die without repenting a mortal sin go to Hell.

4. Jesus will come back to earth to judge the dead (resurrection)– those who go to heaven will live there forever, likewise those who go to Hell.

Protestant

1. Dead believer is not conscious of an interval between dying and entering the presence of Christ.
2. Final judgement and resurrection – are a single event for the whole community.


Hindus
1. Strongly believe in the sacredness of all life, animal, plant or human and they believe in the law of Karma. You are judged by how you live your life.
2. If you live your life well you will be reborn (reincarnation/samsara) into a higher life form until your soul (atman) is liberated (moksha) and becomes one with Brahman the universal spirit.

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ABORTION

20 min video to watch re teenage abortion first, in pairs list down in rough in the back of your book 5 reasons pro abortion & 5 reasons against abortion – 5 mins.

FOR ABORTION (groups such as The Abortion Reform Group) 
1.   A woman has the right to decide what happens to her body.
2.   If couldn’t get legalized abortions would get more illegal abortions.

3. Wrong to bring unwanted children into the world / esp. severely handicapped

4. If raped shouldn’t be forced to carry the baby

5. Abortion not murder – as destroys a collection of cells which can’t survive outside the womb before the 24th week.

6. If serious risk to the mother’s life if pregnancy continues.

7. If you don’t believe life is a gift from God why should other people’s faith be forced upon you.


AGAINST ABORTION (groups such as Life)
1. Unborn Child alive from the moment of conception and has right to life.

2. If easily obtained just become another type of contraception – encouraging 
    casual sexual relationships.

3. Many couples would adopt unwanted babies – abortion reduces number 
    available.

4. Mental /physical risks for women – may lead to sterility / guilt & depression.

5. No need if could help them emotionally & financially.

6.Handicapped people can live very fulfilling lives.

7. UN declaration of rights of the child says children need protection before as  
   well as after birth.

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EUTHANASIA

- The act of inducing a quiet and easy death.

Under British law euthanasia is a crime.

Also idea of ‘not striving officiously to keep alive.

Arguments For:
1.   People should decide for themselves when they want to die (Suicide is legal).

2.   It is wrong to keep people alive beyond their natural life span (life support 
      machine).

3.   Gives people the ability to die with dignity.

4. Relatives spared the risk of watching loved ones suffer a slow, painful death.

5. Animals don’t suffer, why not same compassion for humans.

Arguments against:
1. Christians believe God gave life only God can take it away.

2. Suffering is a way of strengthening faith & is there for a purpose.

3. Goes against commandments ‘Do not kill’.
4. People may commit euthanasia against a person’s wishes.

5. People recover from illnesses and accidents against all odds. Doctors diagnosis may be wrong.

6. Many people want euthanasia because they are frightened of the pain – but if correct care given dying can be given dignity and freedom from pain (hospices – look after terminally ill people, first founded by Christians).


Hindus have 2 viewpoints :– 

1. The doctrine of non-violence (Ahimsa), means we should not harm any living thing and therefore euthanasia is wrong.

2. Because it is not possible to harm the soul (as it will be born again) therefore committing euthanasia on a terminally ill person is acceptable.
