SYMBOLS IN THE GARDEN OF EDEN

· The Tree of Knowledge of Good & Evil (warned if ate of the tree you would die)

· The Fruit of the Tree - Temptation (Apple not in Bible)

· The Fruit – forbidden knowledge, disobeying God

·  Sent out of Eden – Mankind’s fall from grace (Punishment), becoming human, ability to die
